Action Requested: Conduct a public hearing to consider a right-of-way vacation application of 75th 
Street from Raytown Road to westbound MO-350 Highway.  
 
Recommendation: The Planning & Zoning Commission voted 7-0 (2 absent) to recommend approval 
of the right-of-way vacation subject to the four (4) conditions stipulated in the Ordinance. 
 
Analysis: Mitch DiCarlo, on behalf of Raytown Wash LLC, is requesting approval of a right-of-way 
vacation. The applicant is requesting to vacate right-of-way on 75th Street between Raytown Road and 
westbound MO-350 Highway. The request to vacate 75th Street is a condition placed on the Conditional 
Use Permit for the future Tidal Wave Car Wash located to the north of the existing right-of-way. The 
right-of-way to be vacated is approximately 232 feet long and 45 feet wide. 
 
Pursuant to RSMO 71.260, written consent to vacate has been received by 2/3 of adjacent property 
owners. Notices for Consent to Vacate have been provided by the following adjacent property owners: 
FJM Distributing Company LP, Raytown Wash LLC, and Raytown Auto Developers LLC. Kansas City 
Power and Light (KCP&L), KC Water, Public Water Supply District #2, AT&T, and Spire (formerly MGE) 
have all waived objections subject to retaining their utility easements and protection of existing facilities.  
 
Alternatives: Alternatives to the recommendation of the Planning & Zoning Commission would be to 
either deny the right-of-way vacation application or refer the application back to the Planning & Zoning 
Commission for revisions and/or further review.

 Ms. Stock asked if we add the insets for parking, does that take more green space away.  She had 
family members in assisted living that did go outside and appreciated the green space. 

It was discussed with the 
applicant and the applicant suggested that a six foot wide walking path that is ADA accessible be 
created and three additional benches by the drainage basin. 

 Ms. Stock was concerned that the visitors would most likely be walking more than the residents and 
she does not feel that the green space is equivalent. 

 Mr. Wilson asked about the configuration and footprint. 

 Mr. Swan stated that it was the footprint was almost the same.  The configuration was divided into 
five sub lots A – E and instead of driveways there is a parking lot up at the front.  A four foot strip of 
green space between driveways would go away.

 Mr. Wilson stated that there will be other insularly needs required for delivery trucks. 

 Mr. Chiang stated that there will not be medical care done there.  The residents would be shuttled 
  to doctor and dentist appointments.  There will be food delivery, mail delivery and possibly  
 maintenance. 

 Mr. Wilson asked if the street that leads into it is a private drive and who enforces parking. 

 Mr. Chiang said the home owner’s association board, of which he is the president of right now. 

 Mr. Lightfoot wants to make sure that it is clear that there will be accommodations for 10 residents 
 and staff will be doing home health care (not outside staff coming in for health care). 

 Mr. Chiang says the staff will do the home health care. 

 Mr. Wilson also asked if a resident wanted to bring in a trainer, it would be allowed, correct? 

 Mr. Chiang said yes.  Also, planning to have someone come in for fun activities once or twice a 
 week for the residents. 



 Ms. Emerson asked if parking is full, is there area that can be utilized for more parking. 

 Mr. Chiang responded that we would have to tear out more green space or angle the insets to    
allow for more parking. 

 Cheryl Thompson, Project Manager – grew up in Raytown.  The Blue Ridge Villas has been through 
 two previous developers, because of that, the residents have seen property values go down.  This 
 project will increase services and help their community.  We have been able to turn the lights 
 back on and change the perspective of the area.  Also, we have an incredible relationship with the 
 residents and they know we are here to stay. 

 Ms. Hartwell remarked that her family in nursing home had nursing skills on site. 

 Ms. Thompson replied we have two staff for five residents during the day and one for the ten 
overnight.

 Ivan Chiang, with LIY Financial LLC, requested approval of the plan by the city.

 Staff recommended that the request to amend the Blue Ridge Villas planned development be 
approved with the 13 conditions. 

 Ms. Hartwell questioned what if the building is full and they have to hire more people to come in 
and help.  Where will they park since there are only 3 parking spaces for the 10 units? 



 Mr. Swan states that at the front of the property there are five parking spaces, of which two are 
wheelchair accessible and at the rear of the property there is one additional parking space created 
to be used for staff.   

 There are two insets on both the West and East side of the gazebo that can be used for parking.  It 
has been proposed that to allow two additional insets on each the North and South sides. 

 The home owners association could allow that these insets be exclusive to the Turn Leaf assisted 
living development. 

 Ms. Hartwell is also concerned that relatives coming to visit may not have available parking spaces. 

 Ms. Stock asked if we add the insets for parking, does that take more green space away.  She had 
family members in assisted living that did go outside and appreciated the green space. 

 Mr. Swan states that it does take a little away from the green space.  It was discussed with the 
applicant and the applicant suggested that a six foot wide walking path that is ADA accessible be 
created and three additional benches by the drainage basin. 

 Ms. Stock was concerned that the visitors would most likely be walking more than the residents and 
she does not feel that the green space is equivalent. 

 Mr. Wilson asked about the configuration and footprint. 

 Mr. Swan stated that it was the footprint was almost the same.  The configuration was divided into 
five sub lots A – E and instead of driveways there is a parking lot up at the front.  A four foot strip of 
green space between driveways would go away. 

 Mr. Lightfoot asks how many staff they anticipate having at any given time. 

 Mr. Chiang stated: 

  Three shifts – first & second shifts will have two full time staff.  Third Shift will have just one as  
  most residents will be sleeping at the time. 

  Part time nurse will come in. 

  Part time cook will come during mealtimes.  Caregivers can do some of the cooking, but might 
  have a cook come in for the weekends. 

 Mr. Wilson stated that there will be other insularly needs required for delivery trucks. 

 Mr. Chiang stated that there will not be medical care done there.  The residents would be shuttled 
  to doctor and dentist appointments.  There will be food delivery, mail delivery and possibly  
 maintenance. 

 Mr. Wilson asked if the street that leads into it is a private drive and who enforces parking. 

 Mr. Chiang said the home owner’s association board, of which he is the president of right now. 

 Mr. Lightfoot wants to make sure that it is clear that there will be accommodations for 10 residents 
 and staff will be doing home health care (not outside staff coming in for health care). 

 Mr. Chiang says the staff will do the home health care. 

 Mr. Wilson also asked if a resident wanted to bring in a trainer, it would be allowed, correct? 

 Mr. Chiang said yes.  Also, planning to have someone come in for fun activities once or twice a 
 week for the residents. 



 Ms. Emerson asked if parking is full, is there area that can be utilized for more parking. 

 Mr. Chiang responded that we would have to tear out more green space or angle the insets to    
allow for more parking. 

 Cheryl Thompson, Project Manager – grew up in Raytown.  The Blue Ridge Villas has been through 
 two previous developers, because of that, the residents have seen property values go down.  This 
 project will increase services and help their community.  We have been able to turn the lights 
 back on and change the perspective of the area.  Also, we have an incredible relationship with the 
 residents and they know we are here to stay. 

 Ms. Hartwell remarked that her family in nursing home had nursing skills on site. 

 Ms. Thompson replied we have two staff for five residents during the day and one for the ten 
overnight. 

 Ms. Emerson stated that she feels this would be a good addition to the area.

AGREEMENT FOR ENVIRONMENTAL SERVICES 
 

 This Agreement made and entered into this 6th day 0f March, 2018, by and between 
Jackson County, Missouri hereinafter referred to as (“the county”) and the city of Raytown, 
Missouri hereinafter referred to as (“the city”). 
 
WITNESSETH: 
 
WHEREAS,  the County has provided and desires to continue to provide certain environmental 
services; and 
 
WHEREAS,   the City desires the County to provide said services; and 
 
WHEREAS,  such services are in accordance with provisions of section 192.300, of the Revised 
Statutes of the State of Missouri (1986) and its amendments. 
 
 

THEREFORE, IT IS MUTUALLY AGREED AS FOLLOWS BETWEEN THE 
PARTIES: 

 
I.  FOOD SERVICE SANITATION PROGRAM. 
 
Service for the prevention of food borne illness will be provided by the county in accordance 
with Chapter 40 of the County Code entitled “Food Safety and Environmental Health,” as set 
forth by the Missouri Department of Health Rules Governing Food Service and Rules Governing 
Retail Food. 
 

a. The County will review applications, collect fees and issue permits to food service 
establishments in accordance with County policies and procedures within the City. 

b. The County will investigate food related complaints within the City. 
c. The County will notify the City of any food related violations notices, and notice of 

suspension or revocation of food service permits issued within the City.  
d. The City will not issue occupancy authorizations or building permits to new food 

establishments, expansion of establishments or establishments that have been closed due 
to fire or damage, until the County has submitted approval of compliance with the Code 
as it applies to this agreement. 

e. The City will pursue any legal action or prosecution that may be necessary under their 
ordinances upon notification by the County. 

f. The County will pursue prosecution as complainant for legal action initiated by the City 
as a result of the above.  

 
II. ON-SITE WASTEWATER DISPOSAL PROGRAM. 
 
Individual on-site wastewater disposal is regulated by the Development Division of the Jackson 
County Public Works Department in accordance with the requirements specified by Chapter 240 
of the adopted Jackson County Unified Development Code. Intended services will be performed 
as defined by those provisions.  
 
  



By agreement the County will provide: 
 

a. Application processing and permit issuance for wastewater disposal located within the 
specified boundary of the City.  Completion of this service will include but is not limited 
to: 
1.  Review of an engineering proposal. 
2. Necessary correspondence to obtain approval compliance. 
3. Issuance of corresponding permit for construction. 
4. Or written project disapprovals when applicable. 

b. Associated inspection duties to insure system installation compliance. 
c. Associated technical assistance. 
d. Corresponding enforcement of current Jackson County On-Site Sewage Disposal Rules 

and Regulations. 
e. The County retains all associated processing fees. 

 
By Agreement:  
 

a. The City will recognize and enforce Jackson County on-site rules and regulation 
requirements during land development issues, for example platting and lot splits. 

b. The City will not issue a building permit until a valid on-site wastewater permit is 
produced by the applicant. 

c. The City will not authorize occupancy of a building until they receive verification of 
wastewater system installation approval. 

d. The City will pursue any legal action or prosecution necessary under their ordinances 
upon notification by the County. 

 
III. AQUATIC VENUE INSPECTION PROGRAM 
 
Service to ensure aquatic venues such as, pools, spas, wading pools, hot tubs, whirlpool baths, 
and aquatic play features meet safety requirements to protect the well-being of citizens will be 
provided by the County in accordance with Chapter 40 of the County Code entitled, “Food 
Safety and Environmental Health”.   
 

a.  The County will review applications, collect fees and issue permits to aquatic venues in 
accordance with County policies and procedures within the City.  

b. The County will investigate aquatic venue complaints within the City. 
c. The County will notify the City of any aquatic venue notice of suspension or revocation 

of aquatic permits issued within the City.  
d. The City will not issue occupancy authorizations or building permits to new aquatic 

venues, expansion of venues or venues that have been closed due to fire or damage, until 
the County has submitted approval of compliance with the Code as it applies to this 
agreement. 

e. The City will pursue any legal action or prosecution that may be necessary under their 
ordinances upon notification by the County. 

f. The County will pursue prosecution as complainant for legal action initiated by the City 
as a result of the above.  

  



IV. EFFECTIVE DATE AND EXPIRATION: 
 
The effective date of this agreement shall be the 1st day of the month following approval of the 
governing bodies of the City and County.  This agreement shall continue for a period of (1) year 
from its effective date.  Thereafter, this agreement shall automatically renew on a year-to-year 
basis unless either party notifies the other, in writing, not less than 90 days prior to the 
Agreement anniversary date, of that party’s intent not to renew. This agreement may be altered 
or amended during its term by the parties hereto by appropriate action of their respective 
governing bodies. 
 
V.  PREVIOUS AGREEMENTS: 
 
Upon effective date of this Agreement, all previous contracts and agreements between the City 
and County relating to Environmental and Animal Control Services are superseded by this 
Agreement.

Action Requested:  Approve the Second Amendment to the Second Amended and Restated 
Redevelopment Agreement between the City of Raytown and Raytown 350 INV Group LLC to 
eliminate the requirement to construct specific public improvements by modifying the terms to 
allow the Developer to, in lieu of construction, pay an amount certain to the City of Raytown’s 
Public Works Department to cause the construction of public improvements in accordance with 
current Missouri Department of Transportation and City of Raytown Public Work’s designs.  
 
Analysis:  On December 7, 2010, the Board of Alderman executed the First Amendment to the 
Second Amended and Restated Tax Increment Financing Redevelopment Agreement.  Project 2 
Deferred Improvements within Section b (2) (A) and (B) of this agreement required the Developer, 
Raytown 350 INV Group (Block and Company), to construct a series of public improvements 
along Raytown Road and eastbound Highway 350 per Missouri Department of Transportation 
and City of Raytown’s design standards. 
 
Since the execution of the First Amendment to the Second Amended and Restated Tax 
Increment Financing Redevelopment Agreement, Missouri Department of Transportation and the 
City of Raytown have determined the public improvements identified in Section b (2) (B) of the 
Agreement are no longer required to be constructed along eastbound Highway 350. The Second 
Amendment to the Second Amended and Restated eliminates the requirement of the Developer 
to construct a “proposed future entrance”, “future curb”, and the “future shared access” along 
eastbound Highway 350.   
 
Missouri Department of Transportation and the City of Raytown are still requiring to be 
constructed a “Proposed 10’ Wide Bike & Pedestrian Path” along eastbound Highway 350 and a 
“5’ sidewalk” along Raytown Road in front of IHOP. The Second Amendment provides for the 
Developer to, in lieu of construction, pay the City of Raytown’s Public Works Department to cause 
the construction of a “Proposed 10’ Wide Bike & Pedestrian Path” along eastbound Highway 350 
and a “5’ sidewalk” along Raytown Road in front of IHOP. 
 
City Staff and legal counsel have aggressively negotiated with the developer on the terms of the 
proposed amended and restated development agreement.   
 
Alternatives:  Rejecting the proposed amendment. 
 
Fiscal Impact:  The proposed changes to the Agreement would provide Public Works matching 
funds for public improvements along Raytown Road and Highway 350.

INCREMENT FINANCING REDEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT 

 THIS SECOND AMENDMENT TO THE SECOND AMENDED AND RESTATED 
TAX INCREMENT FINANCING REDEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT (this “Second 
Amendment”) is entered into this ___ day of ___________________, 201_, by and between THE 
CITY OF RAYTOWN, MISSOURI, a Missouri municipal corporation (“City”) and RAYTOWN 
350 INV GROUP, LLC, a Missouri limited liability company (“Developer”). All capitalized terms 
used shall have the meaning as defined in the Second Amended and Restated Tax Increment 
Financing Agreement between the City and Developer for the Raytown Live Tax Increment 
Financing Plan (the “Agreement”), unless otherwise specifically defined herein.  

RECITALS  

 WHEREAS, the City and Developer entered into the Agreement dated May 23, 2007, to 
implement the Raytown Live Tax Increment Financing Plan, as amended (“Redevelopment Plan”); 
and  

 WHEREAS, the City and Missouri Department of Transportation have determined that 
certain Public Improvements set forth in the Agreement, as amended, are no longer necessary; and  

 WHEREAS, the City and Developer desire to amend the Agreement to ensure the 
continued development of Redevelopment Project Area 2 and the construction of certain other 
Public Improvements in accordance with the Redevelopment Plan and the Agreement.  

 NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing and the agreements and covenants 
herein set forth, and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which is 
hereby acknowledged, City and Developer hereby agree to the following: 

1. Section 9(b)(2) of the Agreement shall be deleted in its entirety and the following 
Section9(b)(2) is substituted in lieu thereof:  

(2)        Project 2 Deferred Improvement. Developer shall be obligated to make the “Deferred 
Improvement Payment”, as defined below, to cause the construction of the Project 2 Deferred 
Improvement, set forth below, prior to the issuance of a final certificate of occupancy for any 
future Redevelopment Project 2 improvements. The following improvement is the “Project 2 
Deferred Improvement”: 

 (A) Construction of the “Proposed 10’ Wide Bike & Pedestrian Path (Phase 1)” along 
Eastbound 350 Highway and the 5’ sidewalk along Raytown Road in front of the restaurant in 
Phase 1 of Redevelopment Project 2, and as shown on Exhibit D-2.  

(B) Developer shall, in lieu of constructing the Project 2 Deferred Improvement set forth 
above, pay to City forty-four thousand dollars ($44,000) (“Deferred Improvement Payment”), 
said Deferred Improvement Payment shall be an eligible Reimbursable Project Cost subject to 
any limitations or restrictions contained in either this Agreement or the Redevelopment Plan 
as amended. The parties agree that the Deferred Improvement Payment represents the cost of 
the City to construct the Project 2 Deferred Improvement. The Deferred Improvement Payment 
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shall be considered by City as Developer complying with its duties and obligations contained 
in Section 9(b)(2). Upon execution of the Second Amendment by the parties, the City shall 
invoice the Developer for the Deferred Improvement Payment. The Developer shall make the 
Deferred Improvement payment no less than fifteen business days from the Developer’s receipt 
of the City’s invoice.

Action Requested:  Board of Aldermen approval for the expense of Transportation Sales Tax 
funds for Construction & Inspection Services for the upcoming 83rd Street Bridge project. 
 
Recommendation:  Staff recommends approval as submitted. 
 
Analysis:  The 83rd Street Bridge construction project is scheduled to begin construction in March 
of 2018.  This is a complex construction project that will require a significant amount of labor-
intensive oversight. It is estimated that adequate inspection of this project will require approximately 
8-9 hours per day through the duration of the aggressive 180-day construction schedule. 
 
As per Resolution R-2895-16, the original agreement with Olsson was executed on August 9, 2016 
for $408,071.96.  A purchase order is needed for the amount remaining for the remainder of the 
signed agreement as per the schedule of reimbursable fees attached.  The design service part of 
this agreement has already been completed for $257,630.46 and paid to date. 
 
Staff needs to open a purchase order for the Olsson Associates construction services portion of the 
agreement for $150,441.50.  These services will include project management, review of bridge 
shop drawings and material submittals, oversight of all construction activities, utility coordination, 
the upkeep of all required daily inspection notes and forms, communications with City staff and 
surrounding property owners, progress meetings, coordination of all required testing, and the 
completion of final documents. 
 
The STOC approved this expenditure on February 6, 2018. 
 
Staff is recommending BOA approval to be 10% higher than this estimate, to cover unforeseen 
circumstances that may arise with this project.  $150,441.50 + 10% = $165,485.65.   
 
The Public Works Dept. has budgeted $100,000.00 for 83rd Street Bridge inspection in fiscal year 
2017-2018.  We also have $100,000.00 for 350 Hwy & Raytown Road inspection in fiscal year 
2017-2018, which we will not use this budget year; therefore, we are requesting the reprioritization.

Analysis:  The 59th Street Sidewalk Project started construction at the end of October of 
2017. This is a complex construction project that requires a significant amount of labor-
intensive oversight. Adequate inspection of this project requires from 6 to 9 hours per day 
through the duration of the construction schedule. 
 
GBA inspection services includes the oversight of all construction activities, utility 
coordination, the upkeep of all required daily inspection notes and forms, communications 
with City staff and surrounding property owners, bi-weekly progress meetings, coordination 
of all required testing, and the completion of as-builts.  The initial proposal was for 
$59,428.00.  The BOA approved a not to exceed amount of $62,399.40 on August 15, 2017.  
This change order amount of $19,688.00 will make the project total not to exceed amount 
$82,087.40. 
 
The 59th Street Sidewalk Project has taken a little longer than expected and has required 
more hours of oversight by the GBA inspectors.  This additional amount will safely get us 
through the end of the project and to close it out.
